Peaks of the Balkans

International Hiking trail




The Peaks of the Balkans trail is a international
hiking trail that passes through mountainous regions of
Montenegro, Albania and Kosovo. The trail was designed
by national and local tourist organizations and mounta-
ineering clubs in cooperation with GIZ.

The Peaks of the Balkans trail is 192 km long, it
passes through untouched and wild areas of the
Prokletije Mountains through three countries, Monte-
negro, Albania and Kosovo. This is one of the best and
most beautiful hiking trails in Europe. It rises to more
than 2,300 meters above sea level, entering the most
beautiful villages, valleys, and lakes that take your
breath away. Until a few years ago, this region was
almost inaccessible to hikers, only the few and persistent
knew its secrets, and now it is available to every lover of
pure nature and preserved authenticity.

It takes 10-13 days to go around the entire trail,
which depends on the readiness of the mountaineer.
One can start in any of these three countries, in Plav -
Montenegro, Theth - Albania and Peja - Kosovo. If you
are not determined to hike the entire trail, then you can,
with the help of a hiking guide, visit a part of it that
attracts you the most.

The trail is fully marked, so you can't get lost.
One third of the trail passes through Montenegro, Plav
and Gusinje municipalities. It can be said that it is the
most beautiful part of the Peaks of the Balkans trail.
Hiking through Prokletije you have the opportunity to
see Plav and Hrid lakes, the beautiful Ropoyana valley
and Ropoyana Lake, the Babinopolska valley, many
villages, katuns and several mountain lodges, where you
are always welcome. You are also welcome in the visitor
center of the Prokletije National Park, where you can
learn more about the flora and fauna of Prokletije, and
buy some of the souvenirs from this region. The culture
and tradition of Plav and Gusinje will also delight you,
there are numerous mosques, churches and towers.

Die Route ist vollstandig markiert, sodass es kaum
moglich ist, sich zu verlaufen. Ein Drittel der Strecke
verlauft durch Montenegro, genauer gesagt durch die
Gemeinden Plav und Gusinje. Es wird oft gesagt, dass
dies der schonste Abschnitt der Peaks of the Balkans ist.
Beim Wandern durch die Prokletije-Gebirgskette haben
Sie die Gelegenheit, den Plavsee, den Hridsee, das
wunderschdne Ropojana-Tal und den Ropojanasee zu
sehen. Zudem erwarten Sie die Babino Polje-Ebene,
zahlreiche Dorfer, Almweiden und mehrere Berghutten,
in denen Sie immer herzlich willkommen sind.
