The ski resort is located on the Kofiljaca mountain
(half an hour's drive from Plav on a macadam road).

But many previous generations, and even today, walk
for two hours through the snow from the village of
Bogajice to Paljevi. A small lift (cable length of about 300
meters) is installed on the track. About 150 skiers can
stay at the ski resort.

The ski resort is suitable for a winter family weekend
trip, but also a place where you can have a nice winter
vacation. The youngest can go sledding, make snowmen,
snow houses. The older ones, with the instructions of the
members of the ,,Bogicevica” ski club, can start learning
to ski and ride a snowboard.

In the ,,Zuvdijin konak” hut, the hardworking hosts
always prepare tea, coffee and baked potatoes for
everyone who spends the winter days on Paljevi.

During the winter and school holidays, the Tourist
Organization organizes transportation to Paljevi and thus
gathers children at the ski resort where many learn to ski.
